Application Deadlines

Student and Parent Loans

Students completing a FAFSA are eligible to borrow a Federal
Stafford Loan ranging from $5,500 to $7,500, based on their
year in school.

Parents of dependent undergraduate students may be eligible
to borrow through the Federal Parent Loan for Undergraduate
Students (PLUS) program. A FAFSA is not required when
borrowing a PLUS loan.
